Dear Sir/Madam,

You will find attached the first draft of the “Guide on the application of Directive 2004/108/EC”, prepared by the “EMC guide drafting group”, composed of representatives of all stakeholders.

This draft is circulated with the objective of gathering your comments, in order to make it a useful instrument for all stakeholders.

1. Structure of the guide 

This guide is orientated towards manufacturers and is intended to answer most of the questions on:
· How to determine whether a product is subject to the provisions of the Directive (section 1)

· How to implement the provisions of the Directive (sections 2 to 4)

· How is performed market surveillance and how are the interference issues resolved in practice (section 5)

· What is the role and activities of the notified bodies (section 6)

2. Gathering comments

In order to allow an efficient processing of the comments, it is suggested that you structure your comment answering the following questions:
(1) Completeness/coverage:

(a) Are all topics addressed in this document necessary for manufacturers to understand and comply with the EMC Directive?
· If no, identify which topics are not necessary but useful to understand the general context?
· If no, identify which topics are neither necessary nor useful and could be removed to have a more convenient guide?
(b) Are all topics addressed in this document sufficient for manufacturers to understand and comply with the EMC Directive?
· If no, which are the questions you would like to be answered in this guide?
· If you have a proposed answer to this question, please suggest it?
(2) Convenience

(a) Do you easily find the information you are looking for?
(b) Are the explanations too short/too long?
(c) Do you wish to have more/less examples?
(3) Detailed comments should be given in the table provided in Annex 1

It is suggested that comments originating from a given entity (National administration, industry association…) are consolidated before being sent, in order to avoid possible duplicates and divergences of views.
