Letter to IARU Region 1 Societies within the European Union
1. “Amateur Radio, a European Resource”

A EUROCOM Newsletter, circulated on 25.05.2006, announced the setting up of an exhibition in the European Parliament Brussels, devoted to amateur radio. 

This exhibition, called “Amateur Radio, a European Resource”, is reserved to the Members of the European Parliament and officials of the European Commission who have access to the Parliament. The exhibition will extend from Monday 5 to Thursday 8 March 2007. 

The ad hoc working group, set up at Ham Radio Friedrichshafen 2006, is presently finalizing preparations.

Information on preparations was circulated by EUROCOM Newsletters of 05.10.2006, 23.11.2006 and 24.12.2006 and input requested. All EUROCOM Newsletters are archived at and can be downloaded from http://www.darc.de/referate/ausland/iaru/eurocom/.
2. Content of the Exhibition
The content of the Exhibition has been chosen in a way that should catch the attention of the European representatives.

Five self supporting panels represent specific aspects of amateur radio:

· Emergency activities

· Space communications

· Personalities who are radio amateurs
· Training of the youth 
· Careers directly influenced by amateur radio  
These panels are 2m high and 3.20m wide and cover together 32m2.
Moreover, posters will be fixed to an existing metallic structure. These posters provide specific information such as the ITU definition of the amateur radio service and amateur satellite service, RTTY and EMC Directives, number of licensees in each EU Member State. 

There will also be some exhibits:

· PSK31 reception (to be tested)

· EMC : sources of electro smog

· DVD presentations on a 30” TFT screen

A handout folder related to the aspects developed on the panels and posters will be at the disposal of the visitors.

Most material will be in three languages: English, French and German. 

3. Input
Societies are invited to submit input that could be used for the panels and posters.

The list with the number of licensees per Member State is not yet complete. See Annex. We beg the member societies to forward the missing information. Ultimate limit for input is 31 January 2007.   
4. Official Opening and Reception
The official opening of the Exhibition, followed by a reception, is on Monday 5 March 2007 at 18:00. 

MEP Fernando Fernandez-Martin (EA8AK), who is the patron of the exhibition, will invite the Presidency of the European Parliament and several MEPs, as well as representatives of the European Commission to the official opening. 

You have the possibility to propose one or more MEPs from your country to be added to the list. Names will be accepted till 29 January 2007.

Accordingly to the rules for this kind of cultural event, the organizer can also invite a maximum of 50 external participants to the opening ceremony. Representatives of IARU and member societies who want to participate will receive a personal invitation.

Before Monday 19 February 2007, we need the names and date of birth of these external participants. Please send me an e-mail as soon as possible.
The list of external participants will be submitted to the Security Service of the European Parliament. On 5 March 2007, external participants will be convened to the Accreditation Service at 17:00. 

5. Accommodation 
When you forward the names of the participants to the opening ceremony, please let me know if you want me to make arrangements for accommodation in Brussels. 
It would also be nice that participants have dinner together in the evening. Please tell me if you want me to make a reservation.
